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Tomislav Kuliš is a urologist and subspecialist in urologic oncology, currently serving as Head of the Urolithiasis and Prostate Centre at the University Hospital Centre Zagreb. He holds a PhD in Biomedical Sciences, a Master’s degree in Health Management, and is a Fellow of the European Board of Urology (FEBU). He also serves as an Assistant Professor of Urology at the University of Zagreb School of Medicine.

Dr. Kuliš has authored and co-authored more than 70 scientific publications, including top-cited articles in robotic surgery and cancer research. He is actively involved in several major international research consortia, such as TCGA, PRACTICAL, TECAC, and Mutographs. His primary research interests include prostate and testicular cancer, robotic and minimally invasive surgery, and translational urologic oncology.

He has completed advanced training in robotic prostate surgery (Senhance, Da Vinci), micro-ultrasound, and laser enucleation techniques at leading European centres in Germany, Italy, and the Netherlands. Dr. Kuliš is a frequent invited speaker, mentor in clinical research, and contributor to national clinical guidelines.
